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NATACHA FRANCE

GEOGRAPHY of FRANCE

France is the largest country in Western Europe in terms of surface area (551695 km² for metropolitan 
France, i.e. excluding the overseas territories).
It is the 3e largest in Europe behind Russia and Ukraine, ahead of Spain and Sweden.

France has the topographical distinction of being split into 2 parts of equal size by a line running from the 
Ardennes to the Basque Country.
The northern and western half of France is non-mountainous (altitude < 800m), although it does contain 
some
small climbs of interest to cyclists.
The eastern and southern half of France contains the 6 main French mountain ranges: Vosges, Jura, Massif 
Central, Alps, Pyrenees and Corsica.
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REGIONS for NATACHA FRANCE

Until 2016, metropolitan France was made up of 22 administrative regions.
In 2016, some of these regions merged to form 13 new regions.
The aim of these administrative regions was not to follow the contours of the land.
This is why the "Natacha Regions" have been organised around the mountain ranges, as is the case with 
the "Natacha Regions".
explained later in this document.
However, the exact boundaries of the clumps are not easy to define, and care must be taken not to 
leave gaps between them.
For these 2 reasons, the départements have been used to specify the boundaries of the Natacha 
regions. On the map: the boundaries of the massifs (in blue) and the Natacha regions (in red or 
green).

Each département (except for the smaller ones in the Paris region) was then divided into several "sub-
regions": natural countries, micro-regions, local massifs, valleys, etc.
Each of these sub-regions has one or more representatives on the Natacha list (obviously the 
mountainous sub-regions have a higher density of representatives).
All departments in mainland France have at least 2 representatives on the Natacha France list (except 
for 3 small departments in the Paris region, which have only 1).



NON-MOUNTAINOUS REGIONS
The non-mountainous regions of France have been divided into 7 "Natacha regions". Each 
includes 1 or 2 former administrative regions (from before the 2016 reform). These former 
regions and départements are shown on the map on the previous page.

Region 1 Hauts de France
The new Hauts-de-France region brings together the 2 départements of Nord-Pas-de-Calais (Pas-de-
Calais, Nord) and the 3 départements of Picardie (Somme, Oise, Aisne).

Region 2 Normandy
The historical and administrative region of Normandy comprises the 3 departments of Lower 
Normandy (Manche, Calvados, Orne) and the 2 departments of Upper Normandy (Seine-Maritime, 
Eure). The south-western part of Normandy contains part of the Armorican Massif.

Region 3Ile de France
The Ile-de-France region is also known as the Paris region.
It includes 8 départements (Val-d'Oise, Yvelines, Essonne, Hauts-de-Seine, Paris, Seine-Saint-Denis, 
Val-de-Marne, Seine-et-Marne).

Region 4Champagne Ardenne
The former Champagne-Ardenne region (now part of the Grand Est) contains 4 départements (Ardennes, 
Marne, Aube, Haute-Marne). For reasons of topographical continuity, the Lorraine department of Meuse 
has been added to this Natacha region.
The Massif Ardennais is a small mountain range located mainly in southern Belgium (culminating at Signal 
de Botrange, 694m) and extending into Luxembourg and France.
The French part culminates at the Croix Scaille (504m) in the Ardennes department: the highest point in 
France.
summit of the 7 non-mountainous regions.

Region 6 Armorique
The Massif Armoricain is a small mountain range covering a large area in Brittany, a large part of the Pays 
de la Loire region and south-west Normandy.
The Natacha region of Armorique includes the 4 departments of Brittany (Finistère, Côtes-d'Armor, 
Morbihan, Ille-et-Vilaine) and the 5 departments of Pays-de-la-Loire (Mayenne, Sarthe, Loire-
Atlantique, Maine-et-Loire, Vendée).
The Armorican Massif culminates at Mont des Avaloirs (416m) in the Mayenne department.

Region 7 Centre
The Centre region was renamed Centre-Val-de-Loire in 2015.
It covers 6 départements (Eure-et-Loir, Loir-et-Cher, Loiret, Indre-et-Loire, Indre, Cher).

Region 10 Aquitaine
The Aquitaine Basin is a large plain to the south of the Armorican Massif and to the west of the Massif 
Central. The Natacha region of Aquitaine corresponds to the non-mountainous departments of the 
region
New Aquitaine. The 4 Poitou-Charentes départements (Deux-Sèvres, Vienne, Charente-
Maritime, Charente) and 4 departments in Aquitaine (Gironde, Dordogne, Lot-et-Garonne, Landes).



VOSGES
The Massif des Vosges is a mountain range in north-eastern France that separates the Lorraine Plateau 
from the Vosges mountains.
the Alsace Plain.

Region 5 Vosges
The Vosges Natacha region includes 3 Lorraine departments (Moselle, Meurthe-et-Moselle, 
Vosges), 2 Alsace departments (Bas-Rhin, Haut-Rhin) and 2 Franche-Comté departments (Haute-
Saône, Territoire-de-Belfort).
The highest point in the Vosges is the Grand Ballon (1424m, photo) in the Haut-Rhin. This mountain has 
the

JURA
The Massif du Jura is an arc-shaped mountain range that straddles eastern France and northern France.
of Switzerland.

Region 9 Jura
The French part of the Jura occupies 2 départements in Franche-Comté (Doubs, Jura) and 1 département 
in Rhône-Alpes (Ain). The small Jura-Savoy area south of the Rhône river is covered by the Northern 
Alps.
The Jura culminates at Crêt de la Neige (1720m, photo) in the Ain department.



MASSIF CENTRAL
The Massif Central is the largest of the 6 major mountain ranges in mainland France.
It covers the centre-east, centre-south and south of the country. It is 
divided into 4 "Natacha regions".

Region 8 Burgundy
The former Burgundy region comprises 4 départements (Yonne, Côte-d'Or, Nièvre, Saône-et-Loire). In 
central Burgundy, the Morvan is a small mountain range culminating at Haut Folin (901m) in Saône-et-
Loire, and forming the northern tip of the Massif Central.

Region 11Limousin Auvergne
The emblematic heart of the Massif Central contains the 3 départements of Limousin (Haute-Vienne,
Creuse, Corrèze) and the 4 departments of Auvergne (Allier, Puy-de-Dôme, Cantal, Haute-Loire).
The Puy de Sancy (1885m, photo), located in the Puy-de-Dôme department, is the highest point in the 
Massif Central.

Region 12Midi Languedoc
The southern part of the Massif Central includes 5 departments in the Midi (Gers, Tarn-et-Garonne, Lot, 
Tarn, Aveyron) and 3 departments in the Languedoc (Hérault, Lozère, Gard).
At the southern tip of the Massif Central, the Montagne Noire straddles the departments of Tarn and 
Aude.
It is treated in this "Natacha region".

Region 13 Rhône
The eastern part of the Massif Central lies on the banks of the Rhône river.
It includes 3 departments of the former Rhône-Alpes region (Rhône, Loire, Ardèche).



ALPES
The Alps are the largest high mountain range in Western Europe, and the highest in altitude (4808m), 
stretching as far as the Caucasus on the border between Europe and Asia.
It covers 8 countries: northern Italy, south-eastern France, Monaco, Switzerland, Liechtenstein, Austria, 
southern Germany and Slovenia.
The French Alps are the western part of the Alps, occupying around 20% of the total surface area. They 
are well known as the birthplace of mountaineering and downhill skiing, and the main venue for the Tour 
de France.

Region 14Northern Alps
The Northern Alps "Natacha region" comprises 4 departments of the former Rhône-Alpes region (Haute-
Savoie, Savoie, Isère, Drôme).
Haute-Savoie is home to Mont Blanc (4808m, photo), the highest peak in the Alps and in the whole of 
France.
Europe outside the Caucasus at the Europe-Asia border.

Region 15 Southern Alps
The Southern Alps "Natacha region" comprises the 6 départements of the Provence-Alpes-Côte 
d'Azur administrative region (Hautes-Alpes, Vaucluse, Alpes-de-Haute-Provence, Alpes-Maritimes, 
Bouches-du-Rhône, Var).
The Hautes-Alpes département contains the Barre des Ecrins (4101m, photo), the highest point in the 
Ecrins Massif (2e highest massif in France) and the Southern Alps.



PYRENEES
The Pyrenees is a high mountain range that forms a natural border between France and the Alps.
France and Spain, including the Principality of Andorra.
It culminates at the Pic d'Aneto (3404m) in Spain.

Region 16 Pyrenees
The French Pyrenees contain 6 departments: 1 from Aquitaine (Pyrénées-Atlantiques), 3 from Midi 
Pyrénées (Hautes-Pyrénées, Haute-Garonne, Ariège) and 2 from Languedoc Roussillon (Aude, Pyrénées- 
Orientales).
The Hautes-Pyrénées contains the Vignemale (3298m, photo), the highest peak in the French Pyrenees.

CORSICA
Corsica is the largest island in mainland France (the 4e largest in the Mediterranean Sea). Nicknamed the 
"Isle of Beauty", it is also one of the 6 main mountain ranges in mainland France, the 3rd highest after the 
Alps and the Pyrenees.e 

Region 17 Corsica
Corsica is made up of 2 departments (Haute-Corse, Corse-du-Sud). Its 
highest peak is Monte Cinto (2706m, photo) in Haute-Corse.



CYCLING in FRANCE

France is a major organiser of major cycle races. From the 19th century onwards, small 
and then large races have been organised and have gained in reputation. Since then, 
France's major races have been a firm fixture on the international calendar. Since its 
creation, the Tour de France has been the biggest race in the world.
It is currently the 3e most widely broadcast sporting event (190 countries, over 3 billion viewers) behind 
the Olympic Games and the Football World Cup.

31 August 1980Bernard Hinault's impressive victory at the 1980 Mondial in Sallanches.
The Côte de Domancy has now been renamed the Route Bernard Hinault.

From 1984 to 1989The women's Tour de France featured 5 magnificent duels
between Maria Canins (2 wins) and Jeannie Longo (3 wins)



14 July 1995Exploit of Laurent Jalabert who won the stage at Mende airfield
(where the final scene of "La grande vadrouille" was filmed).
The côte de la Croix Neuve is now known as the Montée Laurent Jalabert. 
Miguel Indurain, who was worried that day, won his 5e Tour de France.

19 July 2003The Tour crosses the Port de Pailhères (2001m, last > 2000m new)
